As you are aware, we at Cooper Industries truly value your business and hope to maintain our business relationship for many years to come.  We currently allow our foreign customers to designate a freight forwarder for the goods they purchase from us on an Ex Works transaction.  Up until recently, the U.S. law essentially required us to be the exporter even though you designated the U.S. freight forwarder and your freight forwarder controlled the shipment.  The U.S. regulations now allow parties in our situation to structure international sales and shipping transactions as “routed export transactions.”  


As a practical matter, there should be no change or effect on our business and no increased expense.  In a routed export transaction, you are still able to designate your own U.S. freight forwarder to arrange and facilitate the export of products from the U.S. on your behalf.  The designated forwarder, who controls the exportation, now can act as the legal exporter for purposes of complying with the U.S. Export Administration Regulations and you agree to accept responsibility to obtain any export license, if necessary to carry out the export of the goods.  


This new system allows you to complete and file the necessary export control documentation, such as the Shipper’s Export Declaration, or electronic version (AES) thereof and prevents us from being held responsible for processes and procedures over which we exercise no control.  In order to comply with meet the requirements for routed export transactions, you will be required to agree in writing to accept responsibility for the export transaction and provide:

1. Your U.S. designated freight forwarder with a power of attorney or similar authorization to act on its behalf;

2. Cooper Industries with a copy of this letter signed expressly accepting responsibility for the export of the goods, including determining any export license requirements and obtaining that authorization, if required.


Please sign and date below indicating that you are willing to assume responsibility for licensing requirements and related issues through your freight forwarder that you designate in the U.S. for merchandise you buy from us.  We thank you in advance for your assistance on this matter.
