  20B.  C-TPAT Requirements.  For Seller’s goods to be imported in the United States, Seller shall accept, implement, and comply with all applications, recommendations or       requirements of the United States Customs Service’s Customs-Trade Partnership Against Terroris (C-TPAT) initiative (for information go to http://www.cbp.gov/xp/cgov/import/commercial_enforcement/ctpat/).  At Buyer’s or the Customs Service’s request, Seller shall certify in writing its acceptance, implementation, and compliance with the C-TPAT and any accompanying recommendations and guidelines.   Seller shall indemnify and hold Buyer harmless from and against any liability, claims, demands or expenses (including attorney’s fees or other professional fees) arising from or relating to Seller’s failure to accept, implement or comply with C-TPAT.
