• Conducts post importation and exportation audits to ensure compliance with US regulations including examination of import entry documents, ISF filings, receiving and payment records, EEI filings, and CTPAT audit related paperwork, etc. 

• Supports analysis related to our US Customs Value Reconciliations filings.

• May prepare duty refund claims, NAFTA reconciliation claims, or drawback claims, if required.

• Provides professional support to internal clients, external customs brokers, and our customers on trade compliance matters.
