This position has responsibility in various Trade Compliance activities, encompassing both exports and imports for Meggitt Aircraft Braking Systems Akron (MABS). The position of Classification Specialist requires general working knowledge of relevant export and import regulations as well as a general knowledge of the manufacturing sites’ activities.

· Participate as directed by TCO or SBU Director of Trade Compliance (DTC) in various SBU initiatives 

· Responsible for  ensuring that all applicable products are classified (USML, ECCN, HTS/Sched B, CoO etc) for export and import in accordance with regulations of The US Department of State, US Department of Commerce, U.S. Customs and Border Protection and US Department of Census as directed by TCO & or DTC.

· Classification Specialist would be responsible for the HTS classification information on materials being imported into the US and products being exported from the US utilizing Schedule B. 

· Classification Specialist responsible for  classification on  materials placed in the MABS data base 

· Data entry of classifications to the SAP/GTS systems

· Maintaining a working knowledge of all applicable US regulations pertaining to import/export classification

· Maintaining contacts with government regulators, as appropriate, subject to coordination with TCO or SBU DTC

· Conducting training on import/export classification

· Producing, reviewing, analyzing and publishing Trade Compliance import/export classification measurements for the site

· Classification Specialist  will validate jurisdiction determination made by Engineering 
· Utilize Group web-based tools for the site Trade Compliance activities, as appropriate (MUSA Trade Compliance Sharepoint, MABS Zone, Governmental websites etc)

· Maintaining Trade Compliance Recordkeeping at the manufacturing sites in keeping with SBU/Site requirements and consistent with Meggitt Group programs

· For transactions that are referred to the Classification Specialist assist in releasing compliance-related holds in GTS on shipments after all Trade Compliance requirements are satisfied as directed by TCO & or DTC.
· Knowledge of Export/Import policies, procedures and regulatory requirements are a plus.

· Adhering to Meggitt Group and MABS process to ensure transaction screening (i.e. national, supra-national and international restricted or denied party lists) and foreign and domestic visitors screening and restriction assignments.
· Participating in internal and external audits as directed by the TCO or DTC
· Support SBU TCO & DTC in various business initiatives such as product transfer, development of licenses or agreements, agreement maintenance.

· Ability to perform end use and end user screening.

· Ensuring access to current regulatory and compliance information for all site employees with export and import process involvement including maintaining the current information on the Zone or other inter company websites a required by the DTC & or TCO

· Other activities as assigned by the TCO or DTC.
