Job Description / Responsibilities / Requirements

- Support the US Trade & Compliance Manager with the development, implementation, administration, and continuous improvement of the Company's U.S. export trade compliance program 

- Direct the export service provider to ensure they meet all Ericsson requirements. 

- Ensure the Company's compliance with U.S. export regulations. 

- Develop processes and procedures, and support the implementation of export management systems (i.e. product and technology classification, order processing, recordkeeping, auditing, monitoring and screening) 

- Review, identify, document and regularly audit export shipment files and develop corrective actions based on findings. 

- Manage process to ensure export transaction screening through GTS (i.e. Denied Persons List, Specially Designated Nationals List, Department of State Debarred Parties List and the Department of Commerce Entity List as well as any other relevant lists) 

- Prepare and file for commodity classifications and/or commodity jurisdiction requests as necessary and maintain adequate technical and legal backup documentation. 

- Conduct regular export compliance process reviews with service provider to assure export compliance effectiveness and identify areas of weakness for improvement. 

- Work with relevant departments and employees impacting export compliance to provide guidance and direction with respect to export compliance and license requirements for commodities, software and technology. 

- Draft, amend and file export license requests and seek required government approvals. 

- Actively participate in industry groups and trade associations. 

- Determine license, license exception, or no license required (NLR) for all transactions. 

- Research and assign HTS and ECCN. 

- Develop and maintain excellent service to internal and external customers.
