· Assist with the classification and maintenance/documentation of rationales of items under the  Harmonized Tariff Schedule including managing the dispute resolution relating to Schedule B classification used at export, disputes between Meggitt sites relating to import tariffs as well as disputes with customers and / or vendors to meet “reasonable care” under CBP guidelines.
