Job Description / Responsibilities / Requirements

Reporting to the Export Control Officer, the incumbent serves both as the Facility Security Officer and as a Senior Export Analyst supporting Export Control and secure research at UCSD. Incumbent assists in the day-to-day operation and implementation of the University’s export control compliance program to ensure compliance with federal laws and university policies and procedures relating to export controls, economic sanctions, and secure research.

As a Senior Export Analyst, provides administrative support as assigned by the Export Control Officer (ECO). Monitors, reviews, and evaluates the license applications required by export control regulations as well as educates and offers guidance to faculty with understanding and managing their obligations to comply with regulations, statutes, and policies. This position works to ensure that UCSD complies with the various U.S. export control regulations, including those administered by the Department of Commerce (Export Administration Regulations (EAR)), the Department of State (International Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR)), the Department of the Treasury Office of Foreign Assets Controls (OFAC), and that information entrusted to the University is properly safeguarded as outlined in the National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual (NISPOM).

As the Facility Security Officer (FSO), manages security functions of the UCSD/Marine Physical Laboratory (MPL) National Industrial Security Program in compliance with federal government regulations and University policies and practices. The FSO develops, implements and monitors security policies/practices. This position interfaces with all levels of personnel at outside agencies and within the University system, including the Department of Defense, UCSD Chancellor and the UC Office of the President. The FSO ensures accountability for controlled documents and media, personnel security clearances, visitor control procedures, personnel/subcontractor badging, Common Access Card applications for access to military facilities, training, monitoring compliance internally, federal reporting and participating in periodic federal audits/inspections.

· Must have reliable transportation to drive between campus office and Point Loma at least weekly, and to other facilities within San Diego as necessary.

QUALIFICATIONS

· A Bachelor's Degree in related area and four years of experience in administrative analysis or operations research; or an equivalent combination of education and experience.

· Must have, or be able to obtain, appropriate Department of Defense security clearance and certifications.

· If not already a certified Facility Security Officer (FSO), all Defense Security Service FSO Program Management courses must be completed within 6 months of appointment.

· Thorough knowledge and ability to apply all relevant federal, state, and university regulations, policies, and federal guidance documents. Proven in-depth knowledge of federal laws and regulations (NISPOM, etc.) pertaining to government industrial security programs, including knowledge of controlled material management and federal contract requirements.

· Proven skills with security software such as the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS), Electronic Questionnaires for Investigations Processing (e-QIP) and Industrial Security Facilities Database (ISFD).
· Knowledge of the databases and federal electronic systems including Visual Compliance, SNAP-R, AESDIRECT, DTRADE and ELISA.
· Thorough knowledge of and experience implementing appropriate regulations including the Department of State, Department of Commerce, Defense Security Service, Department of Defense, Department of Treasury, and the Department of Justice including but not limited to: EAR, ITAR, OFAC, FTR, and the NISPOM.

· Prior experience performing export classification and export license determinations according to the federal export regulations through analysis of the technical parameters of a product or technology.

· Substantial experience in engineering or other relevant scientific or technical disciplines.

· Demonstrated ability to establish document organization/control systems and to independently coordinate federal audits of such systems and other related security procedures.

· Demonstrated ability to adapt, implement, provide input into and evaluate new procedures, systems and processes.

· Excellent verbal and written communication skills, including ability to convey information in a clear, organized and concise manner.

· Demonstrated ability to develop training material and to provide individual training as appropriate.

· Industrial Security Professional (ISP) Certification.
