*Prepare Export License or Agreement applications. Interface with SBU and Corporate International Trade Management to support license applications.  May interact with US government agencies.

* Investigations regarding possible violations and recommendations for voluntary disclosures. 

* Management of classification determination of products. 

* Implementation of corrective actions.

* Improvement of company policies and procedures. Leads or facilitates projects as needed. 

* Training of SBU employees on export/import compliance. 

* Establishment and effective utilization of metrics to drive improvement. Report metrics as needed to management within the SBU and Corporate.
