Job Description / Responsibilities / Requirements

The Specialist will interface with internal customers, government agencies, customs brokers and forwarders and will work closely with the operations and LEXIM management to address issues requiring escalation.
 

1. Provides day-to-day import, export and logistics guidance to the operations. Responds to inquiries regarding HTS and ECCN classifications, country of origin, free trade agreements, valuation and documentation requirements. 

2. Follows regional procedures in conjunction with Corporate import guidelines for the correct entry of merchandise, including proper valuation, classification, country of origin, and ensures that compliant information is provided to customs authorities

3. Identifies the root cause of customs exceptions, and takes corrective action 

4. Corrects/releases   the “holds” from the Amber Road, Trade Automation Import module

5. Responds to customs inquiries including but not limited to CF 28, CF 29, etc.   

6. Performs Cameron Internal Import Assessment on a regular basis 

7. Monitors software compliance tools to adhere to import compliance “pre customs entries” and export compliance “due diligence” screening requirements 

8. Monitors the full range of logistics, import and export compliance activities, including but not limited to, duty reductions programs, overage and shortage reporting , COO verification and restricted party screening, anti-boycott, and sanctions/embargoes 

9. Monitors, trains and assists in Free Trade Agreement qualification
10. Assists Cameron business units with Drawback documentation requirements and inquiries
11. Assists internal customer with Canadian and Mexican cross border customs clearance
12. Assists internal customers with domestic and international transportation related issues
13. Engages with Cameron’s customs brokers and freight forwarders to ensure they have the necessary controls in place to support Cameron’s business and risk mitigation requirements
14. Monitors and measures process controls to support performance metrics and scorecard programs

15. Collaborates with LEXIM strategy colleagues to improve automation initiatives

16. Support duty savings regimes, including Free Trade Agreements, Duty Drawback, Temporary Import s and Foreign Trade Zone
