- Supports business unit objectives, programs and pursuits by developing and executing export/import licensing strategies and plans.
- Drafts, processes, and implements requisite DoS licenses (including TAAs and MLAs) to ensure compliance with identified regulations while supporting business unit objectives and programs. Compiles all license and agreement requests required by the ATK Northridge location and ensures all approved authorizations are obtained in timely manner.
- Acts as liaison between business unit functional departments, Corporate/Group/Division ITO/EO management and compliance representatives, and external agency representatives to meet the business unit’s compliance requirements.
- Interface with customs brokers, suppliers and service providers to ensure consistency with defined import/export processes.
- Approve all foreign travel and foreign visitors requests for the facility and provide guidance to ensure compliance within the scope of the related export authorizations.
