The SR Export Analyst will answer directly to the Manager, Customs Compliance position with the primary goal to bring all Walgreens Exports in compliance with US Export regulations with all foreign countries and/or US Territories: this includes but is not limited to managing a 5 year document retention center for all exports past and pending; continuous review of the Export SOP and Export controls for the entire company; working with the Customs Compliance Auditor and Classification team to establish or confirm proper HTSUS or Schedule B Numbers per Export item; creation of all export commercial invoices, packing lists; supervising the AES/EEI processes; setting up Shipper Letters of Instructions when necessary; overseeing the proper creation of Bills of Lading and Transportation documents related to Export; ensuring that ECCN for all export items are properly investigated and acted upon; determining the End Use of the export item; considering the Drug Precursor status for pharmaceutical exports when applicable; checking whether import licenses at the destination are necessary; being aware of DNS (Do Not Ship or Do No Sell) status for export items. 

The SR. Export Analyst will also be involved with any/all export courier shipments, air export shipments, or ocean export shipments (consolidated and full container). For cases in which Walgreens may not be the USPPI, this position will monitor that proper Export Procedures are followed by the USPPI. The SR Export Analyst will act as a consultant regarding the proper set up to move cargo overseas: from incoterms to record keeping to transportation to documentation. It will also be expected that this position train persons to act as a back-up for all Export functions. By working with various groups within Walgreens, the SR Export Analyst will be at the forefront for advising on, developing, and implementing a Duty Drawback (exports and destruction) program when feasible.

· Performs complex analysis of information, problems, and/or data under limited supervision. Develops recommendations for review of lead/ and/or management.
