Job Description / Responsibilities / Requirements

The primary purpose of this position is to carry out duties and responsibilities associated with a Principal Export Control Professional position within the Safeguards and Security Services Division (SASSD). This senior level position provides the subject matter expertise necessary to guide and execute programmatic priorities, understand and apply pertinent federal regulations, and to develop appropriate best practices that effectively and efficiently mitigate export controls risks encountered in PNNL business processes or research. In addition, this position will involve outreach efforts to other Laboratory staff as necessary to provide export controls awareness and training, or to provide focused assist visits to projects within the Lab having export controls implications. 

Other higher level tasks may include application for required export controls licenses, technical assistance agreements, commodity jurisdictions, classification requests, advisory opinion requests, or drafting of general correspondence to regulatory agencies. 

This position will support the PNNL Export Controls (EC) program to ensure compliance with U.S. export laws and regulations.

This position is responsible for providing the technical expertise associated with the development and operation of the Export Control program. This program is technically complex and demands timely response, i.e., strong customer service orientation. The incumbent fulfills these responsibilities through the identification of issues, and the development and recommendation of solutions of moderate scope in response to Laboratory and staff needs.  Assignments in support of the Export Controls Program may include:

- Providing input in the development and implementation of export controls license applications and subsequent maintenance of those licenses for PNNL.

- Maintaining and building positive working relationships with customers, DOE and other sponsor personnel through provision of information, collaborative problem solving and compliance with their dynamic regulations and requirements.

- Providing leadership with EC Outreach to PNNL staff, internal and external clients and other DOE and BMI entities.

- Reviewing requests for foreign national visits/assignments to PNNL for work justification and determines if there will be technology transfer from the scope of work. 

- Reviewing PNNL property for Export Controls Classification Numbers (ECCN) and determines appropriate path forward based on policy and/or past practice.

- Reviewing Laboratory transactions, i.e., FNVA, Purchase Requisitions, ERICA submittals, travel requests, etc., for compliance with Federal regulations, where errors in judgment can result in significant negative impact to the Laboratory.

- Assisting with internal and external assessments of the ECO and EC Program, including the Quality Assurance, risk assessments, and EC Program compliance.

- Providing leadership and influence with national peer groups, i.e. ECCO, BMI Export Controls Community of Practice (EC CoP).

 
Minimum Requirements:
Bachelor's degree and 10+ years of relevant experience. Advanced degree and 9+ years of relevant experience. Professional license and/or certification may be preferred.

Qualifications:
· Bachelor’s degree in International Trade, Security Management, Criminal Justice, Business, Education or related field preferred.

· Incumbent must have strong written and verbal skills with a working knowledge of various sponsor, governmental and Laboratory procedures and requirements.
