· Work with procurement and sales organizations to validate data used in the audit processes

· Under the direction of the Global Trade Compliance manager, conduct C-TPAT audits of U.S. facilities to ensure continued compliance with required security procedures.

· Audit ERP, payment and third-party systems to ensure proper recordkeeping based on relevant laws and corporate policy.

· Develop reports, tools and materials to provide ongoing compliance measures and Key Performance Indicators to management.

· Participate in transactional audits of Free Trade Agreement claims and the compilation of data to be included in overall compliance metrics.

· With the support of the Global Trade Compliance Manager, develop risk mitigation strategies to address compliance concerns
