· Develop procedure to manage global sanctions, embargoes, screening, anti-boycotting, anti-corruption and bribery policies and audits.

· Integrate systems and controls related to import/export activity.    

· Ensure accurate ECCN classifications and licenses are in place and are used consistently across operating units

· Provide trade compliance guidance to Sourcing for RFI’s for Customs Brokerage services and freight forwarder management. 

· Interact with US government Customs and International regulators for items like C-TPAT, over/under reports, declarations, audits, anti-dumping concerns. 

· Demonstrate value of trade compliance services to leadership such as validating ideal trade lanes and HTC classifications.

· Perform corporate audits of both import and export processes and transactions.

· Assist in maintaining and leveraging C-TPAT certification.Liaise with global corporate functions to insure a coordinated compliance program covers all cross functional needs.

· Manage Global Leader who will develop and maintain Transportation compliance policy, processes, procedures and manual for all modes of transport.

· Monitor Federal Register and DOT home pages to remain current on developing trends. Advise functional groups of updates to the regulations.

· Prepare background information and strategy to defend against Notice of Violation in order to mitigate or reduce penalties to the extent possible.

· Develop and implement 24/7 on call coverage for transportation questions and emergencies for all modes of material Ingevity moves globally.

· Liaise with Product Stewardship to ensure accuracy of SDS Transportation section and hazardous labeling.

· Lead/Participate in TCMS, RCA, BoE and other audits and compliance activities in our plants and across our 3PL networks globally.

· Conduct both internal and external facility audits and develop supplier risk reduction/mediation programs. Work toward continuous improvement with the foundational documents: the Principles of Conduct and Human Rights Statement.
