Description

Provides advice and guidance on import and export compliance matters. Prepare export license and import applications, proposed

agreements, and appropriate documentation supporting the Company's use of license exemptions or exceptions and provide support

to internal self-assessments and external audits. Oversee daily operations of department.

ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

- Collaborate with the Director, International Trade Compliance to oversee the administration function of the department to ensure

uniform distribution of responsibility.

- Collaborate with the Director, International Trade Compliance to make recommendations regarding: training and development;

annual performance reviews; appraising job contributions; adherence to policies and procedures.

- Serve as Business Unit Empowered Official.

- Recommend a course of action to Management regarding business planning issues and disseminate information regarding export

and import control issues to Management.

- Draft export license applications, BATFE import permit applications and proposed Technical Assistance Agreements (TAA) for

Corporate review and submission to the appropriate US Government reviewing agency.

- Auditing, record keeping and compliance requirements for import and export shipments and transactions to include licenses,

aircraft, aircraft related shipments and reports.

- Analyze and interpret trade compliance laws and regulations such as the ITAR, EAR, OFAC and BATFE and implement industry

best practices in accordance with those laws and regulations.

- Use and keep abreast of on-line tools including but not limited to D-Trade, Snap-R and AES Direct and provide assistance in

training and resolving issues and errors.

- Understand and recommend company use of ITAR exemptions and EAR exemptions for exporting company products and technical

data.

- Review procedures and processes for self assessment and assure compliance in accordance with US Government Focused

Assessment audits.

- Prepare license and agreement applications for submission to Government agencies.

- Manage export and import authorizations to ensure compliance with the regulations.

- Attend appropriate export training seminars offered by the U.S. Government or private industry.

- Prepare import clearance instructions for brokers.

- Prepare export documents for shipping.

- Perform other duties as assigned or required.

EDUCATION REQUIRED:

- Bachelors Degree in Paralegal or equivalent; Certified US Export Compliance Officer (CUSECO).

- Thorough working knowledge of ITAR/EAR, import/export government regulations.

- Familiarity with on-line tools such as D-Trade, Snap-R , AES Direct.

SKILLS & EXPERIENCE REQUIRED:

- Attention to detail is required and must be able to work under general direction, plan schedule and arrange own activities in

accomplishing department objectives. Work will be reviewed upon completion for adequacy for meeting compliance goals.

- Must be a self starter and able to work under minimal supervision.

- Must be proficient with Microsoft Office.

- Have complete understanding and knowledge of U.S. Export and Import Regulations and best industry practices, application of

principles, concepts, practices and standards.

- Must be a US person defined by ITAR definition.

- Licensed Customer Broker strongly preferred.

PREFERRED:

- Strong project management and conflict resolution skills.

- Strong planning, organization, analytical, leadership, interpersonal, decision making, oral and written communication skills.

- Problem solving skills: Develops solutions to a variety of complex problems. May refer to established policies and precedent cases.
