Job Description / Responsibilities / Requirements

Job Description 

Aviall is a leading solutions provider of aftermarket supply-chain management services for the aerospace and defense industries and is the largest subsidiary of The Boeing Company.  Aviall has an entrepreneurial spirit and a can-do culture with the backing of one of the world’s best companies, Boeing.

We are looking for a Sr. Regulatory Compliance Export Specialist to assist and support the organization in complying with, as well as the ongoing preparation, testing and monitoring of conformance to, the requirements of government regulations and/or regulatory agencies. 

Job Requirements 

This position is a critical focal point for all daily communications.  The successfully candidate will be the point person for the inflow of questions and provide prompt resolutions and guidance.  This is why this person must be a multi-tasker that can easily switch between spreadsheets, phone calls, emails, meetings and impromptu discussions.  In order to properly address the daily inquiries the candidate must be knowledgeable about export regulations such as ITAR, EAR, 600 Series and Sanctioned Parties.  It will be helpful for this person to have a personality that enjoys providing trade compliance service for our internal and external customers.

The successful candidate will have a familiarity with DOS/DOC licensing.  They will assist with compiling information for licenses.   As part of their daily activities they will administer existing licenses and apply them to shipments.  From time to time they will need to review license or exemption applicability for specific transactions.  It will be beneficial for them to understand the license lifecycle to ensure its eligibility status, collect supporting shipment documentation and comply with recordkeeping requirements.  Normally our shipments are managed through our SAP/GTS systems but occasionally we need additional support for special shipments that do not fit nicely in to our systems.  During these times we will need to manually validate shipments and be involved in the creation of commercial invoices, SLI coordination with Traffic, Free Trade Agreement Certificates, Pytho Certs and other Shipping Documents as needed.

This position has at its core the Department of Census filings via AES, ACE or AESDirect.   The potential candidate should be very familiar with filing, auditing and amending submissions.  The candidate should be able to determine the applicability of routed export transactions.  An additional responsibility of this position is to reach out to freight forwarders and carriers to obtain the most current shipment and export information for auditing and recordkeeping purposes.

The candidate should be familiar with Trade Data that is utilized in import/export transactions.  The data that we’ll be dealing with are Harmonized Tariff Classifications, Schedule Bs, Export Control Classification Numbers, US Munitions List, weights, measures and conversion factors.

In order to successfully manage their work, the candidate will need to be familiar with our systems and applications.   One of most critical applications is Excel.  We’re looking for someone who is at the intermediate level and has experience with the creating and updating spreadsheets as well as how to use pivot tables and V-Lookup. The candidate should also have working knowledge of the MS Office Suite including Outlook, Access, Word and Power Point.  Additional applications that would be preferred are Adobe, SAP, GTS, SNAP-R and EASE.

Bachelor's degree in International Business or other related field; Master's degree preferred. Will consider equivalent combination of education and experience.
