Job Description / Responsibilities / Requirements

Main Job Function

The Manager, Trade Compliance is responsible for providing overarching trade compliance support and guidance to all Thales Avionics, Inc. (TAI) sites in the United States in the area of policies, procedures, and local processes, training, and auditing.  Additionally, the Manager, Trade Compliance serves as the Export Control Officer for the California site.   

Essential/Key Areas of Responsibility

· Maintain advanced knowledge of current U.S. trade control laws and regulations, including EAR, ITAR, OFAC, FTR, and Customs.
· Provide expert guidance and support to TAI regarding export compliance, including advice and assistance with U.S. commodity jurisdiction and classification, licensing, agreements, retransfer requests, and compliance and enforcement issues;  

· Provide support, assistance, and expertise to TAI regarding import compliance including classification, valuation, entry process and paperwork, informed compliance, invoicing, duty assessment, marking requirements, biding ruling requests, focused assessments, and air/ocean freight and warehousing contracts.  

· Deliver trade compliance training; conduct investigations of potential violations of U.S. trade compliance laws and regulations and company policies pertaining thereto; assist with preparation of any necessary disclosures to the cognizant regulatory authority; 

· As the site Export Control Officer for Irvine, provide timely and responsive day-to-day guidance and support pertaining to international trade, including:

· for exports, manage commodity jurisdiction and export classification analysis and requests; conduct denied parties screening; prepare export license applications through D-Trade or SNAP-R, oversee license implementation and recordkeeping; submit export declarations; prepare  international trade documentation (commercial or pro forma invoices, shipper’s letter of instruction, end user statement); 
· for imports, manage import classification, valuation duty assessment, import marking requirements analysis; identify and oversee Customs brokers executing the U.S. Customs entry process;  informed compliance, invoicing; submit binding ruling requests, as needed; supervise any focused assessments by Customs; and negotiate air/ocean freight and warehousing contracts.  
· Assist with the continuous improvement of the Group’s worldwide export compliance program, Chorus 2.0 section 9.3 and the implementation within Thales Avionics; create and implement necessary local procedures within TAI.   
· Actively promote teamwork and cooperation within the Thales Legal and Contracts Department worldwide; and establish and maintain an effective relationship with U.S. export regulators.

· Additional duties as assigned.

Qualifications:

To perform this job successfully, an individual must be able to perform each essential duty satisfactorily.  The requirements listed below are representative of the knowledge, skill, and/or ability required.  

Job Requirements and Essential Skills:

· Minimum 7 years of experience in trade compliance, preferably with a high technology or defense company.

· Must be a “U.S. person” as defined by the ITAR and qualify and be willing to serve as an ITAR “Empowered Official.”

· Strong familiarity with U.S. trade controls, including the EAR, ITAR, FTR, OFAC, and Customs Regulations, with particular emphasis in jurisdiction and classification determination, CJ and CCATS requests, and ITAR agreements, defense services, and technology transfer requirements.

· Strong research, problem solving, and writing skills.

· Good interpersonal skills, including public speaking ability.

· Thorough knowledge of U.S. electronic license application programs, including SNAP-R and D-Trade.

· Experience with government contracts and defense procurement advantageous, but not required.
