Job Description / Responsibilities / Requirements

Overview

The Customs & Trade Analyst is responsible for supporting the Global Trade & Logistics organization in maintaining and enhancing U.S. and global customs and international trade planning and compliance processes, procedures and operations. The Analyst will provide continuous support and coordinate improvements on customs and international trade activities, with an emphasis on risk management and landed cost reduction (e.g., post-entry audits, reconciliation, preferential access, special programs, origin, classification, valuation, etc.). 
Responsibilities

Planning & Compliance:

· Ensure compliance with the company’s trade compliance strategy, policy and programs.

· Execution of the bi-annual ISA audit program.

· Conduct post-entry U.S. Customs transaction audits, identifying gaps and recommending corrective actions as needed; maintain results as required.

· Interface with company personnel, brokers and relevant government agencies to determine correct tariff classifications, valuation, country of origin, etc.

· Investigate daily inquiries from brokers and internal customers to ensure on-time release and delivery of shipments.

· Support the movement of high-value merchandise as it travels to events and private viewings by supporting the creation of export documents (e.g., carnets, pro-forma invoices, manifests, etc.).

Project Management, Processes and Procedures:

· Manage the organization’s master duty and indirect tax database.

· Conduct periodic audits of compliance procedures and processes in order to evaluate and prioritize risk.

· Perform program reviews and manage inquiries/investigations in conjunction with Legal, Internal Audit, Finance, Cost Accounting and other corporate departments.

· Develop reports and analysis through data collection from company records and government import/export filing systems.

Communication:

· Daily communication with key internal stakeholders/customers, government authorities and external service providers.

· Develop and deploy procedures and guidance to global cross-functional teams in support of cost-reduction initiatives and compliance requirements.

· Participate in periodic discussions/updates with Customs & Trade management.

· Pro-actively seek guidance from/elevate to Customs & Trade management technical issues/concerns that may expose company to significant risks or support potential cost-savings opportunities.
