· Effective interactions with Customs Authorities when necessary.

· Collaborates with Senior Director - Global Trade Compliance on Customs audit or internal audit.
· Implements and manages cost savings programs that may include Foreign Trade Zones.
· Provides periodic training to key personnel.  
· Responsible for the monthly duty payment to EU Customs.
· Collaborates with Product Development to:

i. Educate on Customs matters.
ii. Optimize duty rate posture during product development process.
· Minimum travel requirement may be 15% or over.
