· Oversee resolution of import/export issues.

· Provide oversight to insure compliance with applicable US and foreign government laws and regulations.  Seek counsel from the Legal Department, regulatory bodies and outside experts as required.

· Support global import and export compliance programs by assisting in preparation of required filings or other communication.

· Administrate the classification of products for purposes of complying with trade regulations including but not limited to harmonized tariff codes (HTS), export control classification numbers (ECCN), country of origin (COO), FDA requirements and other classification systems.

· Interpret Customs rulings, explanatory notes, and technical product drawing to determine correct classifications.

· Build and run reports from Automated Commercial Environment (ACE) and similar systems.

· Coordinate international trade license applications.

· Develop RFQs, obtain quotes, analyze alternatives, negotiate and recommend freight carriers and brokers.

· Interfacing with freight forwarders, brokers and export compliance agencies to ensure compliance with procedures.

· Assist with oversight of carrier performance and conduct periodic business reviews.

· Review broker and carrier invoices and recommend of payment. 

· Serve as the point person for oversight of the transportation of dangerous goods requirements.
