· Conduct Technology Control Guidance briefings, explaining approved export authorizations to relevant internal parties. 
· Conduct audits on expiring authorizations and manage the license close-out process. 
· Assist with internal investigations, audits and recordkeeping processes. 
· Provide guidance within the company on the Export Administration Regulations (EAR) and International Traffic and Arms Regulations (ITAR).
