· Implement applicable licenses, agreements and commodity jurisdiction determinations in compliance with applicable U.S. Government Regulations and company policies to support GM Defense programs.

· Retain and maintain records of GM Defense export activities in accordance with federal and corporate regulations ensuring that decisions and due diligence are sufficiently documented.

· Create Technology Control Plans as needed and audit GM team adherence to and maintenance of the control plans.

· Support the ECO and Lead Sub-ECO in meeting the GM Defense specific export compliance key performance indicators and metrics.
