· Conducts pre/post entry audit and process Post Summary Corrections (PCS).

· Ensures the proper use of duty programs resolution. Identifies areas needing improvements, works with supervisor and collaborates to develop action plans and executes.

· Serves as Subject Matter Expert (SME) for various departments and provides support.

· Communicates and ensures Lincoln practices and policies are followed by vendors and forwarders.
