--Assure compliance with NAFTA and other trade agreements as applicable 
--Verify U.S. Goods Returned status as required
--Assure compliance with Duty Free Entitlement (DFE) requirements and obtaining or coordinating receipt of necessary documentation to support DFE including but not limited to DFE Certificates 
--Maintain and update records of all imports in the automated tracking system
--Manage temporary licenses 
--Coordinate ATF permits/exemptions for imports of ITAR controlled items
