Support SSL's exports and import programs by acting as a subject matter expert and internal service provider for SSL organizations such as, Supply Chain, Marketing, Program Management and other functional areas as needed.  Duties relating to the Global Logistics organization include providing oversight and operational day to day handling of inbound and outbound goods with SSL's transportation providers and customs brokers as well as giving advice and guidance on complex compliance and logistics programs based on the International Traffic Arms (ITAR), Export Administration Regulations (EAR), Foreign Trade Regulations (FTR) and others. Duties also include management of all off shore supplier imports, broker management, and advance metrics, performing self-classification via the Harmonized Tariff Schedule (HTS) customs responses and performing export/import compliance audits.  The selected candidate is expected to:

· Review and approve the export/import of goods including HTS, Valuation, Rules of Origin, Recordkeeping and special programs (9801, 9802, TIB, NAFTA, FTZ, FCC, Census).

· Responsible for maintaining and obtaining Carnets.

· Provide procedural guidance in resolving complex export/import related issues.

· Manage and maintain compliance files and records in accordance with U.S. regulations.

· Respond to CBP 28 & 29 Resolution request and various US Customs queries.

· Resolve import and export issues with Customs Brokers and Freight Forwarders.

· Conduct self-assessments of tools, controls and documents to ensure compliance with government record keeping requirements.

· Provide reports and metrics pertaining to all elements of the logistics organization.
