Customs & Trade Control is a worldwide managed process extensively deployed through a network of experts located in various countries in the different zones.
Job Overview and Responsibilities
Part of SBS, Customs & Trade Control  Team, the Customs Specialist has a North American and European perimeter, and will have the following main missions:
 
Determination of origin
· Collaborate closely with the Business Units to gather necessary information to determine the preferential origin
Manual determination of origin:
· Collaborate with procurement to collect  the Long Term Vendor Declarations from the suppliers
· Check the Bill of Materials in the ERP to determine preferential origin of the products
· Share the status of the products with the Business Units
Management of origin in GTS:
· Launch and Collect the Long Term Vendor Declarations from the suppliers, feed the system with LTVD collected
· Check the Bill of Materials in the ERP to determine preferential origin of the products
· Assign the eligibility of the product in GTS
· Provide support to the Business Unit if certificate of origin can not be printed
· Provide any support to the Business Units for preferential and non preferential origin determination
· Lead and participate to Customs Audits
Management of customs classification
· Management of customs classification in the system
· Update the worklist, in collaboration with the Business Unit, assign a customs codes to items (finished goods, raw material, industrial goods, samples)
· Provide any support to the Business Unit  to classify all kind of material used for import and export
Back up:
· Ensure that all activities of CTC North America are correctly managed in case of leave or vacation
Education and Experience
· Bachelor’s degree is required.  A degree in Chemistry or Chemical Engineering is preferable.  We will also consider anyone with equivalent experience in scientific research in the chemical or pharmaceutical industry.  The candidate will need to be able to classify composite goods.
· At least 2 years of experience in Customs and Trade
· Customs Classification is a must.
