Job Description / Responsibilities / Requirements

JOB SUMMARY:
This position reports to the Manager of Trade Compliance, and supports overall trade compliance, trade analyses, trade automation, and defining and documenting procedures to satisfy US import and export laws and regulations.  This position also supports trade facilitation and documentation to enable the smooth flow of goods across borders. 

MAJOR ACCOUNTABILITIES: 

· Supports business wide compliance of government regulations concerning import, export, and global operations.

· Determines FTA qualification based on applicable Rules of Origin and helps prepare documentation. Maintains appropriate documentation to substantiate origin determinations.

· Prepares analysis to ensure that all benefits under current or potential trade agreements can be exercised. 

· Prepares duty refund claims, and well as internal compliance audits. 

· Liaison with internal departments across business units on regulatory and duty matters. 

· Supports development of an automated system to manage documentation and data required for import and export compliance and operations, maximizing use of web-based applications. 

· Leads the post entry reviews to ensure compliance with customs regulations including examination of import entry documents, receiving, and payment. 

· Prepares analysis of duty drawback or other special duty programs, and supports program implementation, as applicable. 

· Supports development and implementation of import/export policies and procedures, NAFTA/FTA requirements, applicable U.S. and foreign government programs, etc. 

· As necessary, performs other related duties.

· Reduction in duty liability by promoting NAFTA/FTA eligibility and certification. 

· Support tariff classification of parts and finished goods. 

· Ensure compliance with US and Foreign government customs regulations.
