Job Description / Responsibilities / Requirements

Position Summary

The Global Trade Compliance & International Transportation Analyst is responsible for ensuring ICU Medical’s global trade operations are compliant with all applicable government regulations, and international shipments within ICU’s global distribution network are delivered timely and effectively.  This position is responsible for monitoring the day-to-day global import/export functions, including trade, transportation for logistics in North America, EMEA, Latin America, and Asia-Pacific.  This person serves as a point of contact for ICU Medical’s Customs brokers and freight forwarders facilitating international shipments.      

This is a highly cross-functional and collaborative role with significant interaction with Customers, Customer Care, Planning, Procurement, IT, Plant Operations, Vendors, Product Development, Global Supply Chain leaders and Strategic 3PL Partners to ensure compliance with import regulations and export control laws, as well as monitoring of established internal controls.

Essential Duties & Responsibilities
· Identify trade compliance issues related, but not limited to documentation, customer and transaction screening, export control classification number (ECCN)/dual use classification, HTS classification, country of origin, Customs valuation, end-use/user restrictions, sanctions, export license determinations, and license applications, FDA entry support, maquiladora/IMMEX, and entry reconciliations.
· Support Global Trade Management System (GTM) operations and data integrity related to tariff classification, country of origin, and value information declared to Customs authorities.

· Issue / coordinate Free Trade Agreement (e.g. NAFTA, CAFTA) Certificates of Origin in compliance with applicable regulations, including the coordination of all files and certificates in accordance to company policy.

· Modify Global Trade Compliance processes and procedures as necessary to ensure compliance, under the direction of Global Trade Compliance Manager.

· Anticipate, provide and facilitate problem resolution on all international shipment issues to meet timely deliveries including but not limited to customs clearance delay and detention.  
· Collaborate with internal key stake holders and help developing SOP’s where necessary. 

· Support global supply chain function with transportation documentation as needed (e.g. BOL, SLI, EEI, hazardous declarations).

· Contribute to continuous improvement to reduce performance gaps/optimization of the and within the transportation network for cost-saving opportunity.
· Perform additional duties and special projects as assigned by leadership.
