Job Description / Responsibilities / Requirements

POSITION SUMMARY: 
The Specialist, Global Trade Compliance is responsible for the establishment of corporate compliance with U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP), Canada Border Security Agency (CBSA), U.S. Department of Census, U.S. Department of State, Bureau of Industry and Security and other participating government agency regulations.  This position has responsibilities, which include global import and export operational functions and support. This position is a key facilitator and process enabler for the import and export infrastructure and global trade compliance strategies. 
POSITION RESPONSIBILITIES:

· Create and maintain compliance manuals and related Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs).

· Implement periodic training as necessary for business associates to support global trade compliance.

· Research and classify Bass Pro Shops and Cabela’s product line per the harmonized tariff classifications for both the US and CA ensuring the highest possible level of accuracy.

· Oversee shared import and export compliance mailbox communications.

· Obtain and maintain licenses for ITAR/EAR controlled products.
· Assist in determining and maintaining Export Control Classification Numbers and licensing requirements. 

· Provide relevant departments with guidance, training and direction with respect to import and export compliance, procedures and documentation.
· Analyze Canadian retail manifests ensuring export regulated or import restricted items are not shipped.

· Develop forms, processes and materials for distribution to vendors, customers as well as cross-functional teams.

· Identify opportunities for prospective CBP binding rulings for imported products to support duty savings initiatives.

· Manage all US and Canadian customs brokers

· Maintain and monitor CBP C-TPAT web portal, review partner Status Verification Interface (SVI) status, upload pertinent import security documentation and reports to the portal.

· Actively participate in industry groups and trade associations.

· This position may require domestic and international travel. 

· Demonstrate a commitment to Bass Pro Shops core values

QUANTITATIVE DIMENSIONS:

The Specialist, Global Trade Compliance assists in the management of approximately 6000 containers and $130 million in merchandise imported annually.  This position will assist in managing roughly 3000 US and Canadian entries that are each subject to customs review and audit.  This position will work under general supervision with the latitude for independent judgment and the ability to make sound decisions as well as being accountable for those decisions.  This position may consult with senior peers on certain projects.  This position requires elevated skill set to a high level of proficiency in global trade compliance. 
EDUCATION, CERTIFICATION AND LICENSES:
· This position requires knowledge of government regulations, global logistics and compliance as well as quantitative methods acquired through formal education or 4-5 years of on-the-job-application.  This is equivalent to a Bachelor’s degree in international business, supply chain or a related field. 

· Certified U.S. Export Compliance Officer accreditation is preferred or the ability to obtain within the first two years in the position. 
· US Customs Broker License is a plus or the ability to obtain within the first two years in the position.

· Minimum 4 years of experience in an import and/or export setting

· Excellent written and oral communication skills. 

· Good analytical ability to gather and interpret information.
