The International Trade Compliance Analyst supports the International Licensing function of SNC’s International Trade Compliance Office. The position is focused on providing subject matter expertise on the requirements of trade regulations affecting SNC’s operations with emphasis on the requirements outlined in the International Traffic in Arms Regulations and Export Administration Regulations. The ITC Analyst will facilitate the compliance activities associated with these trade regulations while also identifying and implementing policies/procedures necessary for an effective trade compliance program.
PRIMARY RESPONSIBILITIES:
· Classify products for import and export using the Commerce Control List, United States Munitions List, Harmonized Tariff Schedule/Schedule B, in addition to other relevant regulations, as applicable.

· Provide cradle to grave submission and management of trade authorizations, licenses, and agreements

· Assist with training and providing project-specific expertise to our internal customers.

· Correspond with foreign vendors and Purchasing, to obtain documentation and information necessary for supply chain security and timely customs clearance of import and export transactions.

· Provide guidance to international programs on product specific export controls to align enterprise strategy with governmental foreign policy

· Assist in developing and maintaining policies procedures and instructions manual to assure compliance with import and export laws, regulations, administrative practices, and supply chain security.

· Assist in identifying new procedures and methods to expedite the import and export of shipments, deliveries to the customers, and cost savings plans, for the efficient and compliant operation of the International Trade Compliance Office.
