Create, maintain, train and audit compliance procedures especially when there are regulatory changes. Act as subject matter expert for the company and answer questions and resolve issues. Continually question processes and metrics.

· Product Classification, ECCN, Encryption level and HTS determination for product, configured hardware, software and technology for Ingram locations globally.

· Determine classifications and encryption level by reviewing product technical specifications, literature and CCATS obtained online or provided by the supplier. 
· For configured items, review the Bill of Material, identifying the ECCN for each component to determine the final ECCN and encryption level for the item. Request the vendor’s Encryption Registration Number (ERN) and CCATS  when necessary.

· Utilize the Tariff Schedule, the Commerce Control List, CROSS rulings and vendor supplied classification information, to research and determine classification.

· Applies consistent methodology when assigning an ECCN and Harmonized Tariff Schedule number across similar product and product families. 
· Update and maintain item master in various ERP systems. 
· Monitor and analyze metrics and reports to identify patterns, changes in behavior and opportunities for improvement. 

· Review Restricted Product Certificate and determine if end-user is government, if shipment requires an export license or if a license exception can be applied.  

· Research, collect information and prepare export license applications via SNAP-R. Update systems with the license information, maintain records and acknowledgement of Riders & Conditions. 

· Submit encryption and other reports to the government. 

· Maintain proficiency on applicable laws and regulations issued by various government agencies and translate them into business compliance best practices, updating processes as necessary.
· Helps develop, maintain and monitor internal compliance programs, department polices, desktop instructions, and training materials. 

· Perform periodic reviews of processes and documents for all Ingram sites.  

· Develop and implement corrective action plans for resolution of problematic areas/issues raised or noticed during a review.
