· Work with business to maintain and create accurate preferential and non-preferential certificates of origin.
· Support the delivery and execution of a standardized, compliant global free trade agreement and program to support global business in coordination with the Trade Compliance Team
· Maintain key performance indicators relating to free trade agreement and government procurement programs as well as all other regional trade compliance productivity initiatives.
· Participate in communication with government authorities as it pertains to free trade agreement and classification audits/reviews.
· Ensures continual compliance with government rules and regulations, changes in policy, and other government matters through daily monitoring and direction from Nouryon Trade Compliance.
· Support, develop, and maintain a dashboard to measure and track free trade agreement use, savings, and procurement sourcing locations.
