· Maintain and communicate international trade compliance procedures, to help employees understand and follow laws and regulations governing the importation and exportation of commodities.

· Responsible for USMCA qualification process.

· Solicit buyers for certificates of origin and manufacturer affidavits to maintain current USMCA certificates.

· Oversee calculations for preferential treatment under Free Trade Agreements and GSP and maintain certifications on file.

· Review with internal controls (procedures, work instructions, forms, checklists, and tools) to ensure currency and compliance.

· Assist in submitting applications for export licenses, and other requests for authorization.
· Manage government authorizations throughout their life cycle.

· Analyze transactions for which due diligence indicates potential risk and determine whether due diligence has been satisfied.

· Strong excel skills, including ability to research transactions and prepare different reports in the Enterprise Resource Planning system (ERP) and ACE Portal.

· Manage duty drawback program, gathering the necessary records and coordinating activities with the service provider.

· Identify, evaluate, recommend, and implement other duty mitigation opportunities and programs.
