Bell’s Global Trade Compliance department is seeking an innovative, analytical professional with a global mindset to join our classification team.  This position plays a critical role in ensuring Bell complies with global export and import control laws.  
Export and import classification is based on what function the item performs, what it goes into (an aircraft?  an oil pump?  an engine?), what material it is made of, dimensions, weights of specific ingredients, as well as many other factors.  To determine the classification, you must be able to read and understand complex legal regulations and apply those regulations to product specifications, engineering drawings, etc.  Details matter and can make all the difference between an export classification for which a license is required, and one which may be exported to customers in all countries (except those subject to a complete economic embargo, of course).  Even punctuation matters!  If you enjoy gathering clues and using logic to solve puzzles, that’s really what this job entails.  But you’ll also need to be able to explain in writing how you arrived at your conclusion for recordkeeping and auditing purposes – so written communication skills are important too.
In the process of gathering facts to determine classifications, you will work with virtually every function within Bell – engineering, supply chain management, program management, sales, customer support, and legal.  And you will work with people at all Bell sites globally.  We can’t ship parts to our customers overseas without determining the correct classification first.  We can’t share engineering specs with our foreign suppliers until we know what the classification is.  We can’t collaborate with innovation partners without understanding what it is we’re discussing and how it’s controlled.  Time management and prioritization skills will be important too.

· Research export/import laws and regulations to accurately assign export/import classifications to Bell products and technologies. 
· Document the classification analysis performed for recordkeeping and audit purposes.
· Participate in program meetings to gather additional facts and set priorities.
