This role will lead corporate international customs and trade compliance projects and will be a primary or key corporate contact for import and export questions and international customs and trade matters of all kinds. A successful candidate will demonstrate commitment to excellence, integrity, and willingness to take ownership and accountability for results. Must be a self-starter who enjoys partnering across the organization, working with government agencies, learning new things, ability to research new areas of customs and trade compliance to support the organization, and have a “roll-up your sleeves” attitude.

Key Duties and Responsibilities
· Support Customs & Trade Compliance team in the strategic development, delivery, and execution of a standardized compliant international trade compliance program within Convatec. 

· Direct process responsibility for Customs and Trade Compliance program areas as well as oversight of projects in US, NL and UK and other global markets as needed. Both Import and Export (including US re-export and screening best practices) and other areas of Customs and Trade Compliance as needed.
