Scholarship Application Instructions

GENERAL INFORMATION:  The ICPA scholarship is available for regular (non-service provider) members of the organization and unmarried dependent children of the member under 25 years of age. Awards will be based on a definitive criterion score and an essay of no more than 500 words. ICPA welcomes diverse applicants and will not discriminate against any applicant in a manner that violates law, regulation, or legislative policy. Scholarships will be paid directly to the college or university. Eligibility will be limited to those costs not covered by any other scholarship or reimbursement program. Scholarships shall be awarded at the sole discretion of the ICPA Board of Directors, provided applicants meet the qualifications and requirements set forth in this Scholarship Application and Instructions. 
Winners will be notified via email by July 15, 2023,
READ THE INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY.  APPLICATIONS WILL BE DISQUALIFIED IF INSTRUCTIONS ARE NOT FOLLOWED.
SCHOLARSHIP QUALIFICATIONS

1. Applicant must be a paid regular (non-service provider) or student/academic member of ICPA Inc. or an unmarried dependent child under 25 years of age.
2. Applicant must be enrolled in a USA OR CANADIAN regionally accredited college or university.

3. Applicant must possess and maintain a GPA of 3.0 or above.
4. Applicant must follow and adhere to all criteria in the essay and application guidelines to be considered.

5. Applicant is allowed to receive only one scholarship per year.
6. Applicant must be pursuing an Associate, Bachelor, or Technical degree only.
APPLICATION PROCESS

1. Scholarship application packet must be received by ICPA via email no later than NOON/CST June 30, 2023
2. The following documents must be included in the scholarship application packet:

a. Application
b. Essay
c. School transcript listing current GPA

d. Copy of tuition reimbursement policy (if applicable)  
3. Application and essay should be completed on forms below, saved and sent back in Microsoft Word form.

4. No scanned copies of application or essay will be accepted.  Original work only; No AI
5. Completed documents must be submitted by actual applicant and emailed to scholarship@icpainc.org.


ESSAY GUIDELINES

1. The essay must be the applicant’s original work and no more than 500 words in length.

2. Essays must be typed and saved in Microsoft Word format.  Scanned copies will not be accepted.

3. Essay submissions must conform to the guidelines and cannot be returned.

4. Essay must address the following question:
